
Outdoor Project Students
Eighty-nine percent of our 4th and 5th grade Outdoor Project participants report that the experi-
ence changed them. Their transformation includes wanting to spread peace; understanding how to 
be assertive; and applying the Mosaic lessons of Mutual Respect, Open Mindedness, Self Respect, 
Awesome Attitude, Individuality, and Community.

Our lessons are not easily forgotten. When surveyed after five years, nearly all responding alumni 
state that, because of The Mosaic Project, they are more likely to empathize with those different from 
themselves, more likely to interrupt discrimination, and better able to resolve conflicts peacefully. The 
surveys are also evidence of something else—that special lightning that Mosaic manages to capture in 
a bottle. One of the most common words our alumni use to describe their experience is “magical.”
